In June, LCHA was awarded $21,006 though the FY16 Comprehensive Housing Counseling Grant by 
the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD). The grant is used to help assist with housing 

needs, including counseling on housing choices and preventing foreclosures. 
  
 

This past quarter LCHA completed the renewal of several single family houses that were completely 
renovated to full ADA accessibility standards as part of the HUD Voluntary Compliance Agreement while 
staying in the existing footprint.  This coming quarter LCHA will continue to renovate several senior housing units 

as well as additional single family homes to meet LCHA and client needs. 
  
 

As of June 2016, the Family Self-Sufficiency Program (FSS) has 178 successful graduates. The program 
continues to thrive and assist participants in reaching their individual goals. They conducted numerous Rental and

There, 
contractors were updated on the project and informed of the criteria, qualifications, and selection
